Trip to the Northern Cape. 


It was amazing to share the principals of Change a Nation in the Communities of Jakobsdal and Delportshoop over the weekend of the 16th to 19th of April. CAN trained 25 coaches in Jacobsdal and 20 in Delportshoop. We are very encouraged to hear that Delportshoop has started their second group after the first one became too big. During our time playing with the children in Delportshoop one of the little girls stepped on a puff adders head while playing and killed it. This was an amazing testimony of God’s protection. Altogether we reached out to 320 children who will now have a full time volunteer to play with them once a week.  Please keep these volunteers in your prayers.
